player data. These measures also help protect against 

money laundering and counter-terrorist financing.

iGaming provider tools  
address risky behavior:
•  Legal iGaming providers use sophisticated technology 

to flag risky or problem gambling behaviors and utilize 

prompts offering players assistance throughout their 

sites.

•  Data analytics provide iGaming operators with insights 

that help identify players who are potentially at risk so 

they may address problems before they arise. 

Additional information is then provided to these 
players to allow them to make informed decisions.
