Identical iGaming bills have been introduced in the
House (HB3080) and Senate (SB1963). legislation text
here.

e Aninternet gaming licensee can have up to 3
skins.

e Service provider (skin) 100k license, unless
already licensed as a service provider in the
state for gaming, the its 50k

e Supplier license 75k, unless already a supplier,
then 50k. Renews at 50k every 4 years.

e aninternet gaming licensee cannot be anyone
who has reduced their workforce by 25% since
Feb 2020, nor can a license be renewed if they
reduce their workforce by more than 25% after
being licensed for iGaming

MASS

We've added Massachusetts to our watch list of states.
As of today a House and Senate bills have been
introduced to authorize iGaming.

The identical bills would impose a $5m licensing fee
(5 year renewal) and a 20% tax rate. There would be up
to 10 online licenses available: 6 tethered to land
based casinos and 4 untethered.

Recently, the CEO of Wynn, which has a land-based
casino in MA, raised concerns over iGaming and its
impact on the land-based business. If a bill is going to
advance it will need to do so over his objections.

MA has a full year legislative session, but
discussions on the budget are ongoing. With
expected shortfalls, this could open the door for
more serious consideration of iGaming.

It also presents an opportunity for lawmakers to
push for a sports wagering tax increase, which
has already been proposed in the Senate.

NEW YORK

A companion bill to Senator Addabbo’s i-gaming bill
was introduced in the New York Assembly. The bill
number is A6027 and it was introduced by
Assemblywoman Woerner. It was referred to the
Committee on Racing and Wagering, which
Assemblywoman Woerner is the Committee Chair.

We spoke with Senator Addabbo on 01/27 about his
bill (see bill summary on the Member Portal).

He views that the most likely path for it is to be part of
the budget. There continues to be opposition from
the trade unions who, to date, have been unwilling to
negotiate on what they would like to see in the bill.

TEXAS

Turmoil over the Texas Lottery continues to grow
with the agency deciding to prohibit courier
lotteries, after permitting them for several years.

Despite this move, the Lt. Gov, Dan Patrick, is still
threatening to sunset the state lottery. This could be
posturing, but it underscores the steep hill sports
betting faces.

MISSOURI

As we shared last week, the Secretary of State, who is
none-other than former State Senator Denny
Hoskins (who opposed OSB legalization) has
removed the “emergency” designation to the rules,
thereby delaying launch for several months. Given
this determination, the submitted regulations
cannot be considered final until August 30th, thereby
pushing the launch of sports betting into late Fall
2025 (at the earliest).

The rules will now be published on March 17 and will
then be subject to a 30-day comment window.

A copy of the rules that were submitted can be found
here.

Fall 2025 - potential
launch.
